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I also offer some suggestions as to how the noise impact assessment might be modified and
extended so that it more effectively addresses the concerns of community members and
provides them, as well as VPA decision makers, with a better understanding of the significance
of the projected ready mix concrete plant noise and its potential effects on local residents.

1. RESIDENTS CONCERNS REGARDING POTENTIAL READY MIX PLANT NOISE EMISSIONS

Concern over the potential noise impacts of the proposed ready mix plant operation were
expressed in the majority of the letters and presentations from local area residents. For the
large part these concerns were general in nature, expressing the belief that the noise
emissions from on-site cement plant processes and the associated trucking would have
substantial negative effects on the overall community noise environment and would render
it intolerable and/or incompatible with residential land use. In some cases residents were
of the opinion that the existing, or ambient, noise environment in the adjacent Wall Street
neighbourhood was relatively quiet and that this favourable situation would be undermined
by the introduction of a cement plant. Others feel that noise levels in the local area are
already excessive and that the addition of any further noise from cement plant operations
would result in conditions becoming truly unacceptable.

As seen below, some residents did have more specific concerns about the potential noise
impacts of the cement plant or the way in which these impacts were addressed in the BKL
